The resurrection of Christ offers
all Christians hope.

At the time
of Jesus and even before his time, there had
been many people who claimed to be super
powerful and promised their followers so
many things including rising up from their
dead graves.

Among the Ashantis in Ghana, there came
into the scene a man called “Okomfo
Anokye”. He was seen to be a man of
extraordinary powers. Anokye was the first
traditional priest of the Ashanti Empire and
Anokye was born in Ghana around 1655
and lived for 62 years.
